We are writing you today to send a fond hello, wishes of health and happiness, as well as asking for your support. Currently, we are training for a 100-mile bike ride on October 5 in Palm Beach, Florida. We are riding for The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society (LLS), an organization committed to curing leukemia, lymphoma, Hodgkin’s disease and myeloma and improving the quality of life of patients and their families.
As many of you know, on DATE our PERSON was diagnosed with CANCER, and following a stem-cell transplant in MONTH, entered remission. Unfortunately, after 10 healthy months, HE/SHE is currently searching for a bone-marrow donor match. 
Over these past three years, LLS has consistently been an extremely important organization in our families’ lives. In addition to contributing both financial and educational assistance, LLS provided emotional support by connecting our families with other patients and their families who had faced the same decisions. 

So, why have we decided to ride 100 miles and raise these much-needed funds? Upon arriving in Palm Beach, we will not be alone. Instead, we will be joined by hundreds of other dedicated Team In Training cyclists from across the country, all committed to a common mission. We will use long distance sports as a symbol of endurance and hope.

Today we are asking for your financial support. In order to accomplish our goal, we need to raise $6400 by September 1. And for those skeptics, do not worry: 75% of your donation goes directly to patient services and research.


Past research, made possible through individual contributions, has led to great strides in the fight against leukemia and other cancers. In just the last few years, researchers at Novartis created a drug called Gleevec, which is currently being used as a cure for chronic myeloid leukemia (CML). 
Much more help is needed since of the estimated 107,000 individuals diagnosed with blood cancer each year, 60,000 do not survive. These 60,000 fathers, mothers, children, and friends will benefit from your contribution.

We hope that we can write you soon to let you know that your donation helped create a cure for NAME and all other people with cancer. This may be done in three ways: attend a bone marrow drive in your area (call 1-800-MARROW2 or go to www.marrow.org), request your bone marrow type after 3 platelet “apheresis” donations at the Red Cross, or call the number listed above to order a cheek-swab testing kit. Remember, unlike donating blood, which is most often used to “sustain” someone’s’ life, donating your bone marrow will help SAVE someone’s life!
