David is an Oakland fireman diagnosed two years ago with acute lymphocytic leukemia. He is 37 years old with a lovely wife, Corinne and a beautiful eight-year-old daughter, Amelia. He has received intensive chemotherapy, radiation and blood transfusions. With his current medications he is now in clinical remission and will be riding the 100 miles with me!  

When we cross the finish line, we will have accomplished something we never dreamed possible.
