The percentage back to your TNT fundraising campaign may depend on the number of customers served – we’ve heard it can range from 15-30%.

Did you know that you can go to almost any store and ask them to help you fundraise?  Some will give you a gift card/certificate which you can use for a raffle prize.  You see other non- profit groups in front of these stores all the time – think: Girl & Boy Scouts, religious groups – so here’s your opportunity.  Ask if you can have a table or set up your bike on a trainer – then put out the donation jar and meet your public!
