Dear Co-workers;

As many of you will recall, in October 2001 I completed the 100-mile Seagull Century cycling ride as part of The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society’s “Team in Training” (TNT) program.  This was my first attempt to complete a cycling “century” event and with your support as a foundation my months of training culminated in an experience that was tremendously rewarding and enjoyable.  Most importantly I was able to generate donations for the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society that totaled in excess of $2,900.  

I have learned some important things about The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society (LLS) through my brief involvement with Team in Training;

· Nearly 76 cents of every dollar spent by the Society is devoted directly to their mission of curing leukemia, lymphoma, Hodgkin’s disease and myeloma, and to improve the quality of life of patients and their families.

· Survival rates for people stricken with blood-related cancers have dramatically improved as a result of the research funded by the Society.  For example, a 1998 study by the National Cancer Institute showed that from 1960-1995 the survival rate for Hodgkin’s disease increased by 43% to a survival rate of 83%.

Shortly after the Seagull Century ride my TNT coaches and mentors requested that I continue my TNT involvement by joining them as a cycling mentor.  This was a no-brainer as far as I was concerned.  The Society  has proven itself to be very efficient with its funding and has yielded measurable progress in the battle against blood-related cancers.  I’m very excited and honored to be able to continue my volunteer efforts in support of the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society.  

So, although I really wasn’t planning on doing this again so soon I will be helping to train and prepare our South Jersey/Shore Region Team in Training cycling team for participation in the Tropical Island Century (100 miles) in West Palm Beach, Florida on October 5th, 2002.

Our team will be cycling in honor of 17-year-old T.J. Nicastro from Brick, New Jersey.  T.J. was diagnosed in April 2001 with acute lymphoblastic lymphoma (ALL).  He is currently in remission and has 21 months remaining in his treatment.
I am reaching out, once again, to everyone I know for assistance with my fundraising effort.  In fact, based upon what I now know about the successes of the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society I have new motivation to expand the scope and overall goal of my fundraising effort.  My goal is to raise a total of $5,000.
